Prisons are well prepared to take immediate action wherever cases or suspected cases are identified, including the
isolation of individuals where necessary. HMPPS has been working closely with Public Health England and NHS
services, as well as criminal justice partners, to put robust contingency plans in place. The plans prioritise the safety
of staff, prisoners, visitors and offenders under supervision in the community, whilst seeking to minimise disruption to
normal services and ensure public protection.
